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Millfield Campus Regulations for All Swim Meet Attendees
To ensure the safety, wellbeing, and smooth running of all events on site, we ask all participants, coaches, officials, and spectators to read and adhere to the following Millfield regulations. These requirements apply to all visitors throughout the duration of the swim meet. Millfield does not tolerate any harassment in any form towards our students / staff.

Nut-Free Site
Millfield operates as a strictly nut-free campus.
1. No snacks, food items, or products containing nuts may be brought onto site.
1. This applies to all participants, visitors, coaches, officials, and spectators.
This measure is essential to protect individuals with severe allergies and must be followed without exception.

Movement Around Campus
1. All attendees must remain within the hired facility (e.g., the Swimming Pool Complex) and its immediate surrounding area. Athletics track is off-bounds. 
1. Millfield frequently hosts multiple events across campus, often involving children and young people.
1. From the Keens Elm House and stables onwards, the campus is designated private school space. 
2. No visitors may enter these areas.
2. Unaccompanied movement around campus is prohibited unless escorted by a Millfield member of staff.
1. Spectators must not wander through other parts of the school, use alternative paths, or access other facilities not connected to this event.
All refreshments, if provided, will be located within or immediately adjacent to the hired facility. Attendees should not leave the event area to look for alternative food or drink options.


Smoke-Free and Vape-Free Campus
Millfield is a strict no-smoking and no-vaping site, including all outdoor areas.
1. Smoking or vaping anywhere on campus—car parks, walkways, footpaths, or open spaces—is strictly prohibited.

Parking & Site Access
Parking for swim meets is available only at the Swimming Pool car park. Any additional overflow parking such as at the Mantell pavilion car park will be indicated by the car park stewards and signposted on the day (should this be available).
1. Parking stewards may be present to direct vehicles. Their instructions must be respected and followed at all times.
1. Once this car park is full, there is no additional parking available anywhere else on campus. 
1. This includes: 
0. The coach lay-by (drop off and go only)
0. Yellow lines
0. Road curbs
1. Vehicles must only be left in designated marked spaces.
If parking is full:
1. Cars will be admitted on a drop-off-and-go basis only.
1. If attendees choose to park elsewhere, they must walk around the school boundary, not through the main campus. 
1. This rule is in place for safeguarding reasons, as other groups, including under-18s, may be on site.

Emergency Protocols
If an emergency arises:
1. All protocols will be activated and delivered by Millfield staff on duty.
1. All visitors must follow instructions immediately and in full, without deviation.
